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Current migration policy is increasingly crisis-driven. Governments are under intense
pressure to respond to demands of public opinion. This can lead to ad hoc policy making,
which may not consider forward-looking and sustainable solutions to contemporary
migration challenges. Against this background, there is a growing need for more
evidence-based policy making and long-term planning. This Side Event reflects upon
questions of data requirements, suitable indicators for development-oriented migration
policies, and a sound knowledge base for realizing the development potential of
migration.
